Conclusion


Different reading contexts may include authentic reference to well-known critics, positions and/or productions, or it could refer broadly to reading the text in different historical, cultural and social contexts.    








A successful introduction integrates a succinct thesis which is crafted in the framework of the question. It also briefly identifies an informed personal response to the text (within the framework of the question) and suggests how this can be tested against the understanding of those reading from a different context.  Here, implication of the module focus is made. Refer to the original syllabus advice p. 52.





Body


Successful paragraphs integrate


Implicit and explicit connection with the module/question/thesis


Strong justification of personal response (as per your context) 


Strong focus and evaluation of the central ideas/values within the text, focusing on those most relevant to the question


Evaluates the effects of context on interpretation, relating to audience response – acknowledging texts as cultural constructs/value of the text over time by testing response against others’ perspectives


Global knowledge and evaluation of the text


Discerning choice of quotations


Implicit and explicit evaluation of textual features/techniques (construction, content and language) 


Explicitly and implicitly draws conclusions regarding textual integrity and significance.


Essential vocabulary: read, received, valued, informs personal response, challenge or broaden my reading, enhances my understanding, differing contexts....


Use evaluative words eg. effectively, successfully etc 





May refer authentically to critics or productions throughout to reinforce, confirm, challenge, broaden, question, interpret, compare and contrast against personal reading. The goal is to draw conclusions that inform a personal reading/response. 


A differing interpretation may not be a known critic or producer, or critical theory.





Personal response develops throughout essay, carefully addressing the question. 





Conclusions are evaluative and are not places to simply regurgitate your points. Imagine a conclusion as a drawing together of all threads into a cohesive final statement. 





Come to an evaluative ending which focuses on the module and question, reinforcing your central line of argument and the proven worth of this.  Generally, you will be making a comment about the value of texts over time as this pertains to the question. 
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
